1. Title - Scholarship scheme of Odisha Lalit Kala Akademi for P.G study in Visual 

Art. 

2. Scope - This scheme seeks to award Scholarship to young and deserving 

upcoming P.G. students including applicants from a Visual Art background by 

providing them a work space to improve their creative skills and innovative ideas 

in their respective fields. 

3. Number - Total Number of 08 Scholarships will be given during the year               

2023-24 and onwards.  

4. Subjects/ Fields in which Scholarships can be Awarded 

i. Sculpture       

ii. Painting      

iii. Ceramic      

iv. Print Making      

v. Art History      

vi. Applied Art     

5. Scholarship Amount - Each scholar will be paid Rs. 10.000/- per month for a 

period of two year to cover his/ her expenses including living, travel and purchase of 

work materials. 

6. Conditions of Eligibility  

i. Candidate should be permanent residence of Odisha. 

ii. The applicant should have Visual Art background (or) art education in the 

field of Visual Art-Degree/ Diploma, (or) proof of work experience in the 

field of Visual Art for at least 5 years. The Scholarship will be awarded 

only to an applicant who fulfils all the requirements of scholarship. He/ 

She is also required to work full time and report to this must be submitted 

by his or her HOD/ DEAN/ PRINCIPAL. 

iii. Candidates should have adequate knowledge in the discipline for which 

he/she has applied for. 

 



iv. The candidates age should not be less than 20 years and not more than 35 

years as on 1st January of the year in which the application is being made. 

Age relaxation is not permissible. 

v. Income Certificate should be submitted by the competent authority. 

vi. Other qualification for the award of scholarship shall be determined by 

the Akademi from time to time. 

vii. The candidate can apply three consecutive year after pass out BVA.   
 

7. Documents to be submitted with Application 

The following documents are to be submitted along with the application form 

i. Attested copies of Education/ Qualifications (Degree, Diploma etc.), 

Experience etc. In no case should the original documents be attached. 

ii. One self-attested copy of the Matriculation or equivalent Certificate or 

other admissible evidence of age. 

iii. A recent passport size photograph. 

iv. A brief Bio-Data. 

v. Applicants must submit the images of at least five photographs of his/her 

recent works attested by a senior artist or a respectable art teacher. 

vi. Statement about the art work (between 10 to 15 lines) 

vii. Details of the recent exhibitions, if any. 

viii. Particulars of grants, awards, scholarships received by the applicant in the 

recent years. 

ix. Two reference letters, at least one from a senior artist or a known art 

teacher. 

x. Particulars of financial aid other than scholarship/ fellowship received 

from other agencies including foreign agencies during the last five years 

and the purpose for which it was received. 

xi. Applicants must attach the certificate of disability (In case of differently 

abled applicant), Scheduled Caste/ Tribe or Backward classes issued by 

the component authority. 

xii. Adhar card/ Pan card or Residence Certificate must be submitted. 

 

 

 



8. Note - The applicant must write his/her name & details on Photographs or 

Articles for verification. Materials submitted along with the applications shall 

not be returned by the Akademi.

10. Last date for submitting the Lalit Kala Akademi Scholarship 2023-24 

Applications - Duly filled applications with all the required materials should 

reach the Secretary, Odisha Lalit Kala Akademi, Sanskruti Bhawan, 

Bhubaneswar in a closed envelope mentioning application for Odisha Lalit Kala 

Akademi Scholarship 2023-24 and should be submitted within 30 days from the 

date of the advertisement. 

11. Selection – The selection for award of scholarship will be made by a Jury 

comprising of senior artists and experts. The selection and award of scholarship 

will be considered only on the submission of all required materials. Incomplete 

applications will be rejected. The decision of the Jury will be final.  

12. General Rules –  

i. The selected scholar will be required to submit an undertaking on stamp 

paper Rs.50/- duly attested by Notary Public that he/she abide by all rules 

and will not abandon the scholarship scheme before its completion. 

ii. The selected scholar will have to submit a monthly report on or before 

the 5th of the following month along with two images of the works (at 

least 5”X7” on an A4 sheet with all detail of the work) and a short writeup 

about the works produced in the respective month. The monthly report of 

the scholar must be certified by the head of the Institute for considering 

the release of the Scholarship amount. 

iii. The report of the 6th and 12th month of the scholarship period should be 

a consolidated one with a proper writeup on progress of the research 

work. The 12th month report should have ten high resolution images of 

the selected works (done during the scholarship period) along with its 

copyright, on the prescribed format. 

 



iv. The scholarship amount will be disbursed every month throughout NEFT 

in the Bank Account of the scholar and no claim for any other payment 

to the selected scholar will be entertained by the Akademi. 

v. Incomplete applications without specimen of the latest work/ copies of 

required certificates and the applications received after the last date of 

submission will be rejected and no correspondence in this regard will be 

entertained.  

vi. In case the scholarship holder discontinues the scholarship before the 

expiry of the period of scholarship without prior permission from the 

Institution where the P.G course pursued and proper justification for 

discontinuation, Odisha Lalit Kala Akademi shall have the right to cancel 

the scholarship. 

vii. A scholarship holder shall not receive any other scholarship/ stipend in 

the concerned field without the prior approval of Odisha Lalit Kala 

Akademi. 

viii. The selected scholar will have to submit two works (done during the 

scholarship period) along with its copyright certificate at the end of their 

scholarship period which will be selected by the Secretary for  permanent 

collection of the said Akademi. 

ix. All the writeups/ documentations done by the selected scholar in the field 

of Art History during the scholarship period will be collected by the 

Akademi along with its copyright certificate, for publication wherever it 

is required. Akademi will hold exhibition of Scholar at the end of each 

year annually. 

x. Attendance of the scholar will be maintained by the heads of the 

respective Institutions and rules will be followed as per the Akademi’s 

norms. 

xi. The enclosed Bio-Data form should be filled and attached along with the 

application. 

xii. If the selected scholar dose not abide by the rules mentioned in the 

scholarship prospectus, then his/her scholarship can be cancelled. 

 

 



xiii. In case of any violation of official decorum/ conduct or unbecoming 

otherwise, disciplinary action will be taken by the Akademi. 

xiv. The Odisha Lalit Kala Akademi, Sanskruti Bhawan, Bhubaneswar, may 

formulate any other rule/ condition which is necessary for the effective 

implementation of the scholarship scheme. 

xv. If a scholarship holder is unable to attend physically for more than a 

month then his/ her scholarship can be terminated by the Akademi, unless 

there is a medical cause. In that case the scholar will have to produce 

medical certificates and related documents from any authorised medical 

practitioner.
